**REPORTS**
11. CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

City Manager Craig Stephenson reported the following:

Stoneridge Lift Station Elimination Project has received a Finding of No Significant Impact
from Oklahoma Water Resources Board Environmental Review. This project entails the
removing of one of the lift stations in Stoneridge, and replacing it with 3,300 feet of gravity
flow sanitary sewer line. This will eliminate a failing lift station as well as eliminate continued
maintenance on the lift station.

Ponca Energy continues to issue Peak Alerts on those days when the outside temperature
hovers near the 100° mark.

To ensure that Union Street can still be open to all traffic by 5:00 p.m. July 27, 2012, the
service line tie-ins will be done according to the revised dates. Stephenson then advised the
Commission of the streets that would be open, and the times and dates.

Due to the extreme heat and drought, water demand in the community is high for July. The
average flow for the month at the water plant is a little above 13 million gallons per day. It
seems that the strain on the distribution system by the extreme weather has started to cause
main breaks. The crew repaired four water main breaks over this past weekend: Albany by
First Lutheran School; 1037 North Union; 300 West Gary, and 700 North Elm.

Grant Administrator Rhonda Skrapke introduced the topic by saying that the City had
previously entered into a contract with the Oklahoma Department of Commerce providing
for a project, which consisted of construction of restrooms at Lake Ponca in the amount of
$68,559.00, and Home Buyer Assistance in the amount of $20,000.00. Skrapke went on to
explain that since that time the above contract was executed, the City has been successful in
obtaining a grant from the Oklahoma Department of Wildlife Conservation to construct the
restrooms at Lake Ponca without the necessity of utilizing the CDBG grant funding in the
amount of $68,559.00; therefore, the proposed contract modification involves additional and
substantially altered activities from the original contract, and a public hearing is required.

Skrapke advised that the modifications the staff is proposing is to maintain the $20,000.00 for
the Home Assistance Program, and the $68,559.00 that was designated for the project at
Lake Ponca, if approved, is to be broken up into three different projects. The first project is
the Attucks Community Center for $29,500.00 for various items that need to be repaired at
the Center, which they will match with their own funds of $29,500.00. The second item is
demolition for removal of blighted structures in the community for $25,500.00, which will be
matched with $20,000.00 of administrative time, as well as $5,500.00 city funds. The third
and remainder of $13,559.00 will be designated for Special Services/Interim Assistance for
owner-occupied properties of income-qualified residents for emergency repairs to their
homes including but not limited to roof repairs, sewer line repairs, waterline repairs and
handicapped ramps. Skrapke concluded that the match for these funds would be met by
Development Services administrative staff hours.

Mayor Nicholson opened the floor to public comments on the above changes for the
program modifications for these CDBG funds.

Dwaine West, Chairperson of Attucks Community Alliance encouraged the Commission to
vote in support of the recommended budget that would assist in improvements at the facility.
