So far to
date, 295 watrants have been taken cate of totaling $81,259.00 in value being settled under the
program for $56,881.00.
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Stephenson stated the AARP tax prepaters will be at the library 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. on Monday
through Thursday.

Stephenson announced that the first golf tournament of the year for Wentz Golf Course will be
a 4-person scramble on St. Pattick’s Day, Saturday, March 17, 2018. Players will sigh up as a
2-petson team, and then a blind draw for the other 2-person team to pair up with, which will
form the 4-petson scramble. Wentz Golf Course will have prizes for the best outfit along
with coutse ptizes. Also, Wednesday Night League at Wentz Golf Course is getting ready to
gear up again this year. Last year 24 teams competed, and this year’s goal is 36 teams in order
to have two 18-team leagues running simultaneously. Partnet’s handicaps must be within 8
strokes of each othet, ot the highet handicap will be reduced to comply. The league will start
mid-Aptil, so playets need to be registered before the end of March.
